Bill started his Forest Service career on a Brush Disposal Crew stationed at Tupper Guard Station on the Umatilla NF in 1978.  While going to school at Oregon State University (OSU), he worked on a fire lookout, as a Fire Prevention Guard, and conducted fuels inventories in the Eagle Cap Wilderness on the Wallowa-Whitman NF.  He graduated from OSU in 1982 (B.S., Wildlife Science) and from the University of Montana in 1984 (M.S. Forestry).  He received his first permanent appointment on the Black Hills NF in Deadwood, South Dakota in 1989, where he worked as a Wildlife Biologist, NEPA Coordinator, and Fire Management Officer.  In 1998, he moved to the Paisley RD of the Fremont NF, where he worked as the District Ranger until 2005.  He served on the Umatilla NF as Fire and Aviation Staff Officer from 2005-2008, and is currently the R-6 Regional Fuels Specialist, with a virtual duty station of Pendleton, OR.
