	-dC:\temp\Alabama\
	Sets the directory in which the application will look for result and station files. Requires the ending ‘\’ to be valid.

Default: directory that the executable is run from.

	-t
	-tC:\mirror\Alabama\
	Sets the directory in which the application will save the split files. The directory must exist. 

Default: directory that the files being processed are located.

	-h
	-h50000
	Sets the line number to split and start a new file on.

Default: 50,000

	Displays the possible arguments for the application


To split a set of state files, follow these steps:

1) Open a command prompt to the ‘SplitterMFC\bin\ directory’

2) Execute the application with the appropriate command line arguments (see examples below)

3) If desired, include an output redirect to create a log file of the programs output

4) Let it run…

Command Line example without a log file: (will split all _res.txt and _sta.txt files located in C:\data\Alabama\)

C:\splitterMFC\Bin\> splittermfc –dC:\data\Alabama\ -tC:\split_data\Alabama\ 

Command Line example with a log file: (will split all _res.txt and _sta.txt files located in c:\data\ohio\ and will create a log of the output in c:\logs\Ohio.log)

C:\splitterMFC\Bin\> splittermfc -dC:\data\Ohio\ -tC:\split_data\Ohio\  >c:\logs\Ohio.log
