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Quick suggestions: 
· Start the demonstration from the EJSCREEN webpage 
· Talk to the host in advance of the presentation to identify sites relevant to the group
· Preload some reports and/or bookmark locations
Features to highlight: 
· Tool bar (basemaps, bookmarks, measure, print and clear selected location)
· Navigation
· Selection location (various methods):
· Tool bar entry
· Pin, line, polygon, lat/long, block group
· Buffers
· Known geographies
· Adding maps: 
· EJSCREEN maps: 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]I usually demonstrate the demographic data, then the environmental, then the EJ indicators which combine both
· Traffic and lead paint are interesting and easy to understand
· More demographics: 
· Wealth of Census data available in this widget
· I usually demonstrate how to identify the languages spoken in a community for outreach efforts
· Additional maps:
· Site reporting to EPA is important to demonstrate
· Show how EJSCREEN links to other EPA systems such as SEMS 
· Other map layers to demonstrate will depend on your audience and their needs
· Search for maps: 
· May want to demonstrate how to access maps via the GeoPlatform and adding map services
· Depending on the level of the participants
· Demonstrate side-by-side maps (if there is time) 
· Chart or report: 
· Explore reports (for quick information)
· Printable Standard Report:
· Most used EJSCREEN report
· Walk through the elements on it
· Census reports (ACS and decennial for more in depth demographic data) 
· CDC report
