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AWPI Policy Statement
It is the position of the American Wood Preservers Institute (AWPI) that the proper use of wood products
pressure-treated with EPA-registered wood preservatives is safe and environmentally sound. Current government
regulations and the industry’s Consumer Awareness Program carefully prescribe the proper uses, handling, and
disposal procedures for treated-wood products. Wood treated with EPA-registered preservatives, when propetly
processed to meet applicable American Wood-Preservers’ Association (AWPA) and regulatory standards as well as
appropriate safety procedures, is safe for consumers, environmentally responsible, and provides major benefits to our
society. The AWPA has established standards that define the species and commodities for which these and other
wood-presetvative systems are suited. Consumers of treated wood may wish to use wood treated with any EPA-
registered preservative. Preservative choice is determined by many factors in the marketplace and the Institute does

not favor the use of one preservative over another.

Background
Organization: The American Wood Preservers Institute (AWPI) is a national non-profit industrial trade
association representing the U.S. wood preserving industry, and includes those companies manufacturing treated
wood products, their preservative suppliers, and providers of allied services. The AWPI office, located in Vienna,

Va., consists of an 8-person staff with a $1.1 million annual budget.

Institute History: The AWPI was first established on January 26, 1921, as the Service Bureau Board of the
American Wood-Preservers’ Association (AWPA). On April 13, 1955, the name was changed to the American
Wood Preservers Institute. The AWPI was first incorporated as an independent non-profit trade association in
Illinois on June 24, 1958, and later, in 1983, AWPI was incorporated in Virginia. In the early 1960s, the AWPI
established an office in Washington, D.C., until moving to McLean, Va., in the mid-1970s, and later the AWPI

assumed responsibility for the Society of American Wood Preservers, Inc., Falls Church, Va.

It is with great pleasure that we present the second annual AWP! Wood Preserving
Industry Production Statistical Report. This report tracks the trends in the industry in
annual gross sales, production volume, industry cylinder void, and consumption of
preservatives, It also provides some benchmark ratios for the industry based on
relative size of the plants. Of the 486 plants surveyed in the United States, 187
responded. This results in a 38.47% response rate in 1995, compared to a
response rate of 30.01% in 1994, increasing the statistical validity of the report.

This survey project was initiated, approved, and funded by the AWPI as a service to
the industry. The American Wood-Preserver's Association (AWPA) also provided
funds in support of this survey project. Again this year Ms. Margaret Riddle, a
professional statistician with Numbers Now, Inc., conducted the independent
analysis of the data. We would like to thank the AWPA, Ms. Riddle, and those who
assisted in preparing this report. A special thanks is due to all the wood treaters
who reported their 1995 wood treating activities.

We are also pleased to announce that the AWPI’s 1994 Wood Preserving Industry
Production Statistical Report took first place in a nationwide annual publications
contest sponsored by Association Trends, the national weekly newspaper for
association executives and suppliers. In presenting the awards, Ms. Jill Cornish,
President and Publisher of Association Trends, said there were more than 650
entries in 19 publication categories with an average of 34 entries per category.
AWPI's entry won in the Statistical Yearbook category, “combining excellent
graphics and a compelling presentation of information that is important to the
association and the industry”.

Our objective remains to publish a comprehensive and statistically accurate
industry production statistical report. This year we have added a special new
feature, our most up-to-date list of the wood treating plants in the United States.
AWPI members and others who use this volume are encouraged to review the
guestionnaire, the list of treating plants, and recommend improvements and
changes for the 1996 industry production statistical survey.

Forest Conservation Through Wood Preservation
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Introduction

The treated wood industry provides products used in many aspects of our everyday life. Wood is a plentiful
and economical building material; however, it is subject to attack by insects, microorganisms, and fungi.
Modern treatment of wood is accomplished by placing wood into a tightly-sealed cylinder and forcing
preservatives deep into the wood cells. This treatment extends the service life of wood products by decades.
Unprotected wood in contact with the ground or water may last only one to four years. Treated wood, on
the other hand, can last 30, 40, or even 50 or more years. Many wood species can be pressure-treated for
durability. The treatment process does not alter the wood’s characteristics. Treated wood will not shrink,

swell, check, split, or warp to any greater degree than the same species left untreated.

There are four major EPA-approved preservatives in commercial use for pressure-treatment: creosote
solutions, oilborne preservatives, waterborne preservatives, and fire retardants. All preservatives used
provide durability. However, selection of the preservative may depend upon the end-use of the structure—
it's type, color and appearance, the amount of human or animal contact anticipated, gluability, and other

factors.

This report tracks the trends in the pressure-treated wood industry in annual gross sales, production volume,
industry cylinder void, and consumption of preservatives. It also provides some benchmark ratios for the

industry based on relative size of plants.

Of the 486 plants surveyed in the United States, 187 plants (112 companies) responded. This results in a
38.47 percent response rate, compared to a response rate of 30.01 percent in 1994, increasing the statistical
validity of the 1995 report. Based on responses, past survey data, and other economic data, industry trends
for 1995 were developed. In cases where industry estimates were statistically invalid, the information

presented in this survey represents reporting plants only.

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The Industry

Annual gross sales were $3.65 billion for 1995. This is down 4.0 percent from the survey figure of $3.8 billion

for 1994. The total volume of production was 578,874,000 cubic feet, a decrease

1994 figure of 634,085,000 cubic feet. In a recent survey by the National Particleboard Association, the

1995 combined volume of shipments of particleboard and medium-density fibteboard also decreased 8

percent compared to 1994, .

The difference in decrease between sales and volume in the wood preserving industry can largely be
explained by the continued rise in the cost of materials for the industry. The Producer’s Price Index for
Industry 2491, the Wood Preserving Industry, has risen from 142.1 in 1994 to 146.2 in 1995 (Source: Bureau

of Labor Statistics). And, according to the Bureau of the Census, the percentage of the cost of materials to

value of shipments has grown from 74.8 percent in 1990 to 80.2 percent in 1994.

Of the 486 plants surveyed, the majority were concentrated in the Southern United States, 31 percent in
the southeast and 32 percent in the south-central region. Twenty-five petcent of the plants were in the
northern part of the United States, with 15 percent in the northeast, and ten percent in the north-central
region. Less than five percent of the plants were located in the Rocky Mountains area, and about eight

percent were located in the Pacific Coast states (including Hawati).

Total number of employees for the industry was 11,018, almost the same as last year’s figure of 11,040. The
weighted average payroll per employee was $23,300, with the highest salaries in the north-central states
($28,900) and the lowest in the south-central states ($20,000). The 1995 average payroll was down 4.5
percent from the $24,400 in the 1994 Survey, but up 3.1 percent from the $22,600 released by the Bureau
of Census for 1994,

The weighted average for sales per employee was $375,300. The northeastern part of the country had the
highest ratio with $533,000. The Rocky Mountain states were lowest with $238,600.

Based on the sales figures of the 187 reporting plants, the plants were separated into four groups; those whose

annual gross sales were $20 million or more, $10 million up to $20 million, $5 million to $10 million, and

those under $5 million.

Within these relative size groups, average figures for number of employees, payroll per employee, sales per
employee and property size, were developed. This analysis allows comparison between companies of similar

size,

Total Industry Production

(by preservative process and geographic region)

In 1995, 77.8 percent of the treated wood produced used waterborne preservatives in the treatment

process. Creosote solutions accounted for 15.9 percent of the total treated wood produced, and oilborne

preservatives accounted for 5.7 percent and fire retardants were 0.6 percent.

More than 40 percent of the volume treated with watetborne preservatives were treated in the southeast.

For creosote solutions production, over half were treated in the south-central. The oilborne preservative

production was concentrated mainly in the south with 40 percent in the south-central and almost 20

percent in the southeast.

Lumber accounted for the largest percentage of products produced. In 1995, 251,280 thousand cubic feet
of lumber was produced, 43.4 percent of the total industry volume produced. Of that amount, 98 percent

was treated with waterborme preservatives,

More than one-third of the total industry volume produced was used for poles, crossties, and timber. Of
these products, 94 percent of the 74,124 thousand cubic feet were crossties treated with creosote
solutions. Ninety-eight percent of the 73,862,000 cubic feet of timber was treated with watertborne

preservatives.

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Production by Type of Wood

More than 69 percent of the wood used by the
industry in 1995 was Southern Yellow Pine.
Southern Forest Products Association statistics
indicate that 6.1 billion board feet of Southemn
Pine sawn lumber was treated in 1995. When
figures in this present survey were converted to
board feet, the amount for Southern Yellow Pine
was 10 percent less than the figure released by
the SFPA.

After Southern Yellow pine, Oak accounted for
9.3 percent of the total amount consumed. The
other woods, in order of amount of consumption,
were Mixed hardwoods, Hemlock, Douglas Fir,
Ponderosa Pine, Lodgepole Pine, mixed

softwoods, and Norway Pine.

Pressure Treatment

A total of 187 reporting plants listed 376 cylinders used for pressure-treating wood products. The total
cylinder void was 1,218,200 cubic feet, giving an average void (weighted average) of 3,581.6 cubic feet per
cylinder. The most number of cylinders, 180, were reported by plants that treated with waterborne

preservatives.

Non-pressure Treatment

One hundred fifty total non-pressure tanks were reported, of which, 134 were cylindrical in shape and 16
were square. The total container void was 514.7 thousand cubic feet, giving an average void (weighted) of

4,582 cubic feet. The total gallon capacity was 4,162.5 thousand gallons.

Twenty-three vacuum tanks and 23 thermal tanks were reported.

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Preservatives Consumed

In 1995, 138,470,000 pounds of CCA (Chromated Copper Arsenate) were used. Other waterborne
preservatives consumed amounted to 8,693,000 pounds. For fire retardant preservatives, 7,832,000 pounds

were consumed.

The total amount of Qilborne preservative used in 1995 was 8,588,000 gallons of concentrate and

31,146,000 gallons of solvent. Creosote consumed in 1995 was nearly 92,000,000 gallons.

Of the 15 plants who reported a mix of creosote and petroleum:
* One plant reported a mixture of 70 percent creosote and 30 percent petroleum,
* Six plants reported a fifty-fifty mix,
* Six plants reported a mix of 30 percent creosote and 70 percent petroleum,

* And two plants reported a sixty-forty mix.

Confidentiality of Industry Data.

L Purpose: This AWPI Policy Statement establishes the policies and procedures governing the

collection, compilation, and dissemination of industry statistical data.

II. Responsibilities for Statistical Activities:
A. Board of Directors. Subject to the direction of the members, given by resolution adopted at any
regular or special meeting, the Board of Directors has final authority over all statistical policies,
activities, surveys, and studies carried out by the AWPI, which they may delegate to any authorized
body. These include, but are not limited to, the following: |

Establish standards of statistical methods and procedures to be followed by the AWPL

Approve the form of general questionnaires.

Approve the form of statistical summaries.

B

Consider opportunities for statistical service to AWPI members as they arise, and decide
what action should be taken thereof.
5. Cooperate with the Industry Division, the Foreign Trade Division and other Divisions of
the Bureau of the Census and with other governmental agencies, such as the Bureau of Labor
Sratistics, the Office of Statistical Standards, etc., to improve the correctness and value of
government statistics.
B. Counsel. Authority has been delegated to AWPI Counsel to pass upon the legality of statistical
policies, activities, and procedures and the coincidence of new stavtistical activities with established
policies.
III. General Policies and Procedures,
A. Confidential Handling of Individual Data. The AWPI assumes the tesponsibility for the

confidential handling of all statistical information submitted by individual companies to its assigned

independent contractor (professional statistician) who is not a member of, or on the permanent staff
of the AWPI.
L. In order to effectuate this policy, all statistical activities, surveys and studies requiring
submission of confidential individual company data must be controlled by an outside independent
contractor(s). Figures from such companies must be submitted under sealed cover only to such
contractors in accordance with regular AWPI procedures, except where otherwise directed by the
Board of Directors,
2. The exact or approximate data of any company, or its relative position in comparison
with other companies may not be revealed to any unauthorized person.
3. Individual company data may not be revealed to members of the AWPI staff except
upon specific authorization by the President.
4. Except as provided above, no one is permitted to see any confidential statistical reports.
5. Individual company reports to the AWPI shall be retained no longer than considered
necessary by the President, and thereafter be destroyed by the outside contractor(s) unless the
submitting company specifically requests that they be returned, in which case they shall be

returned to said company.

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6. Only after all data are entered from participating companies will statistical reports be generated.
B. Accuracy and Clarity of Statistical Information Released by the AWPL The AWPI assumes responsibility for
the reasonable accuracy and clarity of its statistical releases.
1. Reasonable diligence will be used, and proper precautions taken to ensure the accuracy of the data
compiled for release.
2. Where there is a known possibility of error in released data, beyond thefcontrol of the AWPI, this will be
clearly indicated.
3. Where therte is a reasonable expectation that a misunderstanding may arise as to the limitations of the
statistical compilations, these will be clearly indicated.
C. Minimizing the Burden Placed Upon Reporting Companies. The AWPI assumes responsibility for making the
burden of supplying general industry statistical information by members and non-members of the AWPI as small as
possible.
1. Requests for statistical information will be issued only when required as part of a duly authorized statistical
activity, or when the need arises for a special survey.
2. Every effort will be made to avoid duplication in such requests, and to make the requests for data
understandable and as simple in construction as possible.
3. Every effort will be made to eliminate unnecessary reporting of statistical information to other agencies as
well as to the AWPL
D. Disclosure of Individual Company Business.
1. If in compiling statistical summaries there appears to be a possibility that any individual company’s
confidential data (that data deemed “confidential”) may be disclosed by the release of certain figures, these figures
shall not be released. This policy is interpreted as follows:
a. No figure shall be released that consists of data from only one or two companies.
b. No figure shall be released that consists of data from three or four companies and in which one company
comprises more than 60 percent of the figure, or two companies combined comprise more than 80 percent of
the figure. '
¢.  Both a. and b. above can be waived if there is unanimous written consent by the participating companies
and written approval by the President and the AWPI Counsel. Companies may withdraw their consent at any
time.
2. Individual company data may be released in selected areas deemed non-confidential with advice from
AWPI Counsel. In all such cases, companies will be identified by a confidential key letter which shall be changed
each time the report is issued. Each company will be informed of their code letter at the time the summary is
issued; however, all reference to the letter code at the AWPI will be destroyed shortly after the summary is issued.
3. Individual company data may be released on summaries involving industry forecasts or estimates providing
at least 4 companies have supplied forecasts or estimares. If only 3 companies provide forecasts or estimates, only
the median will be released. If only one or two companies provide forécasts or estimates, the information will not
be released.
4. The names of companies submitting figures under particular items may be revealed providing that in the

release of such names there is no danger of revealing any individual company’s figures.
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E. Dissemination of Statistical Summaries. The AWPI Board of Directors or authorizing group has
authority to release of summaries compiled from its statistical activities contingent upon the following:
1. One copy of each periodically compiled summary will be kept on file at the AWPI office for a

minimum of 10 years.
2. The AWPI statistical summaries are available to companies which furnish data relating to the

particular products included in the survey.

3. Executive summaries can be made available to interested Government Agencies upon approval
by the AWPI President with the advice of AWPI Counsel.
4, All AWPI members (regardless of their participation in the statistical survey) will be provided a

copy of the fall report.
F. Use and Value of Statistics. The AWPI endeavors to assist its members with suggestions regarding the use
and value of statistical information.
1. The AWPI stands ready to offer expert counsel to any industry group desirous of inaugurating or
improving a statistical activity.
2. The AWPI will assist individual companies in connection with problems relating to the
collection, compilation, and use of statistical data.
3. The AWPI will obtain and distribute general statistical information by members of the wood
preserving industry.
G. Inauguration and Content of Statistics.
1. The AWPI Board of Directors or any AWPI Industry Council may inaugurate a statistical activity
or survey with a majority vote of its members.
2. The same AWPI Industry Council shall indicate the exact form and content of data which they
wish to collect and distribute, subject to legal review by AWPI Counsel.
H. Participating in the Statistical Survey.
1. A company shall be considered a participant in a statistical activity when that company produces the
product covered in that activity and reports all applicable dara requested for the activity.
2. Statistics are submitted on a voluntary basis, and any member (or non-member) may decline to
participate. No member may be refused participation.
3. Any participant once accepted into a statistical activity may not, without its consent, be removed
from participation unless such removal can be accomplished without disclosure of any company’s statistics,
is recommended by the Board of Directors, and approved by the AWPI President and Counsel.
4. Non-members, at the discretion of the authorizing group and the President, may participate in
statistical activities. If non-members are allowed to participate in a statistical activity, no company which
is eligible may be refused participation. The authortizing group or the President may decide to eliminate

non-member participation at any time providing they eliminate all non-member participation.

The
following directory lists 451 plants which we believe are or were operational during all or part of 1995, The directory
should be considered a “snapshot in time” and reviewers should recognize that the directory is a dynamic and
constantly changing listing maintained in the AWPI master computer database. We routinely receive monthly
