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This all got submitted to WQX test.
There was no errors when I imported it.
You know it's doing the same thing for.
Am stations went through import was flawless cause that's why I went to exporting and submitting.
Uh, all of this can be automated via API services, so if you if you got a programmer in the backroom, they can make their own application and leverage all of these functions without creating anything but a wrapper.
They can leverage all these functions so you can stand up a tool.
Say I can get your data into WQX, you know, pay me 10,000 a year and your data flowing.
